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The inauguration function of the seminar was held on 5th April, 2013 at CSIR-NML Auditorium and the chief guest of the function was Prof. Rambabu Kodali, Director, National Institute of Technology, Jamshedpur.  Dr. S. Srikanth, Director, CSIR-NML in his welcome address cited examples of Indian born Noble Laureates abroad and many other Indian people who have made a mark worldwide with their knowledge and success stories.  Dr. Soumitra Tarafder, Head HRG, CSIR-NML and Chairman, BTTD – 2013 highlighted the growing demand of the metallurgy subject and how that can be fulfilled. He said that providing only the subject related education is not enough. The basic concern should be on the quality of education provided, proper research facilities to be made available for the right kind of job performance in near future. Dr. K. L.
